TimBila actively protects wildlife, especially conflict
animals, by providing a safe haven. Lions, driven by hunger
into human areas, were translocated to the reserve,
ensuring their survival. Elephants, African Wild Dogs and
Rhinos also found refuge here, safeguarded by a vigilant
anti-poaching unit. TimBila is known to be the place of
second chances, that is why it made it on our list.

Damaraland

Heading east, we experience a remarkable
change in vegetation - from the Namibian
bushveld to the prehistoric-looking desert
landscapes of the Damaraland.

The Mowani Lodge blends perfectly into the rock
formations on the hill.

Because of it's unique setting - the unreal colors
during sunset/rise - and its outstanding service, it
is one of my personal top three, a lodge |
recommend to everyone visiting Namibia.

Back to Civilisation
